SISU reviews students’ application materials.
Once accepted, the applicant will receive a digital admission letter, and digital
visa application form (JW202 form) via email.
Applicant who wishes to study for more than one semester are required to do
a physical examination in advance. It should be done in a national or public
hospital in their home country within 4 months before the registration date at
SISU. If the applicant is in China, he/she should do it at the local Entry-Exit
Inspection and Quarantine Bureau.
% Applicant having a Chinese Residence Permit does not need to do the

physical examination.
Applicant can go to the nearest Chinese Embassy or Consulate to apply for a
student visa (X1 or X2) with the above digital documents.
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REGISTRATION

Applicant should bring the printed acceptance letter, JW202 form, physical

examination report (with all the test reports/data sheets in their original format), and

their passport on Registration Day. In case of delay, he/she needs to notify the Office

of International Student Affairs (OISA) in advance. OISA retains the right to

terminate the registration of the student.

% Student’s physical examination result has to be verified and certified by
Shanghai Entry-Exit Inspection and Quarantine Bureau where he/she might be
asked to have some additional tests.

If applicants come to study for less than one semester (one semester included) and have
already got international insurance that covers their stay in China, they are not obliged
to buy Chinese insurance. However, these students need to provide the international
insurance contract (not the insurance card) issued by the insurance company on the
Registration day.

If Applicants come to study for more than one semester, they need to purchase the
Chinese Insurance for Overseas Students in China on the Registration day. The
insurance fee costs 400 RMB for 6 months, and 800 RMB for one year. More details

ANNEX : CHINESE LANGUAGE PROGRAM INTRODUCTION

TRAINING COURSES:

1) Mandarin courses offered in the mornings include Comprehensive Chinese
(grammar, conversation, and Chinese characters), Chinese Listening Comprehension,
Chinese Reading and Chinese Conversation of various levels. (20 class hours per
week and 340 class hours per semester, and 1 class hour=45mins)

2) English-taught courses offered in the afternoons
% Exchange students will receive a list of English-taught courses at the beginning
of each semester and may sign up for them with the academic office. (2 class hours
per week for each course and 30 class hours per semester) (Because the final list will
not be determined until the beginning of each semester, the following are lists for the
YEAR 2023 -2024 which can be a reference for the coming exchange students).

3) Optional courses offered in the afternoons comprise Shanghai Dialect, Chinese
character writing, Chinese Phonetic Practice, Chinese calligraphy, Tai Chi, Chinese
paper cutting, Activity of Chinese corner, etc.
